JESUS IN THE GOSPELS
Jesus in the Gospels focuses on the portraits of Jesus found in the four Gospels- Matthew, Mark, Luke and
John. We see Jesus the way each Gospel writer presented Him through the events and teachings they chose to

emphasize. Jesus in the Gospels is the first in a series of advance studies and may be taken only after the
completion of the four Disciple studies. It follows the same format as Disciple with the video presentation
and small group interaction. There are only 30 sessions for this advanced study.
